THE BASICS

BC Children’s Hospital’s Cochlear Implant program began in 1988.  It started as a small program, only implanting a few children each year and has emerged into the largest pediatric cochlear implant program in Western Canada.

Our interdisciplinary pediatric team is comprised of the following specialties: Audiology, Auditory-Verbal therapy, Psychology, Social Work and Otolaryngology.  We have referral relationships with many other teams at BC Children’s Hospital and Sunny Hill Health Centre for Children.  We also have collaborative relationships with the primary preschool habilitation centres for children with hearing loss in BC, school district personnel who are working with these children and related professionals involved in services  for  children with cochlear implants.

Our dynamic cochlear implant team at BC Children’s Hospital is pleased to offer an information workshop for all related interdisciplinary professionals.  The objective of this workshop will be to look at specific challenging CI cases and the modifications made to the delivery of care due to these challenges.
