School Security Plan for FM Equipment

A school security plan should be developed to ensure the security of all FM equipment that has been loaned to the school district by the ATE Provincial Resource Program.

District HRTs may wish to develop a security plan for individual schools or they may choose to collect all FM equipment for summer storage at a common, secure district location.

While each security plan will be highly individual depending on specific circumstances, the following points may be helpful in developing your plan.


Security Plan Considerations

1.
Is all FM equipment in a secure, locked area?

2.
If equipment is secured in a school or district office, are the school administrator and secretarial staff aware of the storage plan?

3.
Is there a complete written inventory of all FM equipment being stored at the school/district?

4.
Does the student’s IEP specify who is responsible for the equipment security plan?

5.
If the student is changing schools, has a transition plan been developed to transfer equipment and equipment responsibility to the receiving school?

6.
Is there a secondary district contact in the event that the current HRT does not return to the school/district?
